2.0 Certificate for Occupation

The main focus in the activities of the Building Sub-Committee for the year 2005 was to obtain the Certificate of Fitness for Occupation (CFO) for our building from the Dewan Bandaraya Kuala Lumpur. Over the last few years we have been attending to the various requirements of the Dewan Bandaraya which came in bits and pieces. With the cooperation of our consultants we finally made our last submission in June for the approval from the General Works Department (JKA). This approval was finally obtained in July after which the Architect submitted the formal application for the Certificate of Fitness for Occupation (CFO). I am happy to report that we received the unconditional CFO on 27 October  2005. The CFO together with the 99-year land lease which we had obtained earlier is indeed an achievement for our Samajam which consists of just over 300 members. 

3.0 Improvement Works

The verandah on the river side was laid with heavy duly ceramic tiles late in the year. This area is regularly used both by our members and by people renting our hall for serving the food. The improved floor helps to brighten the area and in maintaining its cleanliness. 

In the interest of safety, a timer switch was fixed outside the building which ensures that the verandah area under the canopy is lit during the night.

We received feedback from the people renting our downstairs hall that the wall fans installed were ineffective especially in the afternoons. As a result the six fans were replaced with six ceiling fans. The wall fans have been relocated to other areas in the building.

4.0 Maintenance Works

Regular maintenance works were carried out from time to time. This included clearing of blocked outlets, touching up paintwork, etc.

I wish to express my thanks to the members of my Sub-Committee, the President and members of the Management Committee and all the members of the Association who have provided assistance, both financial and physical and for their suggestions and encouragement to my Sub-Committee. My committee also wishes to record its appreciation to Mr. Ramadass who in addition to his other duties has been helping with some minor repairs and painting works to the building.
